Winter Rules:

As we begin our next golf season, we will no doubt be using winter rules. We are all very
happy to be able to lift, clean and place a ball that has a difficult lie, in mud, water or
whatever. According to Rule 20.1, we must remember that we need to mark the ball.
Before lifting, the player must mark the position of the ball. The player must then place the
ball on a spot within 6” of on and not nearer the hole where it lay, that is not in a hazard.
Rule 20.3-d also states if a ball when placed fails to come to rest on the spot on which it
was placed, there is no penalty and the ball must be replaced. If the ball is not marked
prior to lifting, a one stroke penalty will be incurred.
