 Don‘t move, talk or stand close to a player making 

a stroke.   

 Don‘t‘ stop on another player‘s line of putt. 

 Always play without delay and keep up with the 

group in front. 

 Don‘t play until the group in front is out of the 

way. 

 Shout a warning if your ball may hit someone. 

FORE! 

 Invite faster groups to play through. 

 Repair divot holes and ball marks. 

 Smooth footprints in the bunkers. 

 Don‘t drop clubs on the putting green or lean on 

your putter. 

 Replace the flagstick carefully in an upright 

position. 

 Leave the course in the condition in which you 

would like to find it.
